Tennis officials work in various roles to 

ensure that the Rules of Tennis are en-

forced and that the matches are conducted 

in the fairest possible conditions.  Officials 

also assist players by responding to ques-

tions about rules and by resolving other 

problems that may arise. 

 

Specific Roles 
 

 Roving Official—oversees many courts. 

 Referee—supervises all aspects of play 

during a tournament and is a member 

of the tournament committee. 

 Chair Umpire—responsible for con-

ducting one match, calls score. 

 Line Umpire—call all shots directed to 

their assigned line.
